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How can I become a Saturday Construction Volunteer?

Habitat does most of its construction on Wednesdays, Thursdays, and Saturdays.  Check in is from 8:00-8:30 am and we work from 8:30 AM until about 2:00 PM.  Please be at the site no later than 8:30 am which is when we close check in. Do I need construction skills?

Although construction skills are a plus, they are not necessary.  In fact, most of our volunteers don’t have construction experience. However, you will walk away at the end of the day with some "hands-on" building experience.

What should I bring along?

If possible we ask that volunteers bring a pair of safety glasses and if you feel you will need them work gloves. We provide all the tools necessary. If you have your own tool belt you are welcome to bring it along.  

You'll need to wear close-toed shoes (boots and sneakers are fine but no high heels, sandals, open backed shoes, crocks, or dress shoes) and comfortable weather appropriate clothes that you don’t mind to get dirty. T-shirts or tank tops are fine but tube tops or midriff bearing tops are not permitted. Also skirts or dresses are not permitted. Please wear long pants or shorts. We provide water and sunscreen on site but we don’t typically provide lunch. 
We have started a “Change Challenge” where we are asking volunteers to donate their spare change to Habitat. The goal is to collect enough money to sponsor a home! Instead of letting those extra coins or few dollars stay in your car cup holder or in-between the couch cushions, bring them to the Habitat worksite where it can do the most good helping to fund a home for a family in need. During check-in, we will have the Change Challenge donation can out and there will be a moment during circle time that we will ask if anyone would like to donate. Let your group know that we would love to have them round up their change and bring it to the site every penny helps! 

Age limit to volunteer?

Habitat is governed by the Florida Department of Labor, which limits the minimum age of our volunteers to 16 years old.  Volunteers under the age of 18 are restricted to certain construction activities. The waiver form for volunteers under 18 years old is different than the one posted on our website, please call 407-648-4567 ext 407 for a minor waiver. Minors are not allowed to operate power tools or work off of ladders, scaffolding, or construction benches. 
Are there any opportunities besides Saturday?

Habitat's "Weekday Warriors" are at work Tuesday through Friday. The crew is mostly made up of volunteers who have weekday time to volunteer.
